Those discussions took them in a number of directions, from establishing fees for usage of City parks and recreational areas. To looking at how the Recreation Department could partnership with other community organizations to offset cost but also, add to the quality of our recreation programming.
Several of Commission study topics have resulted in action. The City now has an Oberlin Parks & Recreation Operations Manual for community organizations and outside organizations that would like to use the Oberlin Recreation Complex. Park usage and Recreational Fees were established for residents and non-residents alike. The smoking bans in City Parks and Recreational areas were established with the help of the Commission.
The Commission heard presentations from several different groups, Zion CDC on Community Gardens, the EDGE group on parks and recreation master plan and concern citizens on youth activities in Oberlin and lack of facilities.
